e Sterile eye pads - with bandage or attachment
e Container with 6 safety pins
e Guidance card

e 2 x disposable gloves
e 1x plastic apron
e A child's thermometer

The first aid kit is accessible to staff, out of reach of children.
All staff, volunteers explained where first aid boxes are sited.
No un-prescribed medicine given to children. (Please see administering medication
Policy)
At time of admission parent/carer signs form re: emergency medical advice/treatment.
